Recess at the School Yard: Allyn Street GM George Weiss has declined to renew Robinson Cano's contract 
after the 2021 season. That will make Cano a free agent in 2022. 
When Cano was asked about not being resigned for 2022 he said, "I'll sit out 2022 in the FBN but I may try a 
comeback in 2023."
